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Summary of Accomplishments to Date
Background:  The overall goal of the Building Academic Geriatric Nursing Capacity (BAGNC) program is to strengthen care for older people by building academic geriatric nursing capacity.  From 2000 to 2007 the John A. Hartford Foundation (JAHF) provided $32 million in support, and three partners, Atlantic Philanthropies, Mayday Fund, and Evercare provided $4.2 million.  There is a clear record of success in recruitment, leadership development, and collaboration.
